Question #1:  Are there specific classes or programs that work well here at CCC?  What else could CCC do to better prepare to students to succeed?  
· The automotive instructor worked in the automotive field before becoming a teacher.  He stays abreast with new technology in the field by continuing training through General Motors programs.  He maintains a relationship with employers to find out their needs.
· After 21 years of working in the automotive field, an instructor reported that he enjoys teaching.

· The radiography instructor transitioned to teaching with no problem.  The program has a 100% pass rate.

· Adult learners sometimes struggle with meeting the academic standards and cannot past prerequisites.  Community colleges may want to have an accelerated remedial program to work with adult learners who need academic remediation.

· Polysonography (sleep studies) is a new discipline and students that graduate have no problem obtaining employment.

· Middle schools should consider conducting “health care camps” to expose students early to health careers.
